Long Islanders who pledged to be car free/car-lite, resulting in the avoidance of 134,000 miles of driving and 67
tons of CO2 emissions.

GB sent out a separate email at L. Arthur’s request asking the Committee to consider sending an email or calling
both the Chair of the Energy Committee/Assemblyman Michael Cursick and Assemblyman Steve Englebright
indicating you support Bill #A10474 concerning Net Metering and to expedite its passage. The bill would extend
Net Metering for both residential and commercial rate payers the LIPA region till December 31, 2021. Net Metering
for Commercial ratepayers ended April 30, 2018 and is scheduled to end for residential ratepayers on December 31,
2019. Passage of this bill, amongst other things would keep the valuation methodology simple to comprehend,
continue to economically benefit ratepayers and help the Towns of Southampton and East Hampton achieve their
100% renewable goals for electricity.
