They are also working on a HERS like rating for commercial properties. John Barrows is working with them on the
evaluation criteria and whether this would be a mandate or an incentive.

PSEG has extended net metering until 12/31/20. It is suggested that the town use some of the already budgeted money to
conduct a community outreach program. The town has formally requested that LIPA create a tariff to allow data exchange
in order to execute CCA. All other utilities in the state have already created this tariff.

After discussion about the feasibility of banning thicker plastic bags (Citarella), Tip Brolin agreed to research the topic. The
committee also discussed the use of Scott Carlin’s students for additional research needs.
