Progression and Discussion of 400+ Components

The January 5™ meeting minutes were approved.

CJB reported that the draft gas leaf blower legislation was completed and ready for the committee’s review. Timing
of its enactment hasn’t been decided. Incentives may be offered to move landscapers to purchase electric
equipment. Congressman Thiele has requested a copy of the legislation which may mean that there is state
legislation contemplated. The East Hampton law is ready for a board vote. DVL had previously circulated a petition
for signature to assist in this endeavor.

TB requested that the helium balloon ban legislation be moved forward with a targeted effective date of first quarter
2022. CJB indicated that the town board is concerned about the lost revenue for retailers especially during the
pandemic. He suggested that TP set up another work session with the town board.

ML said that the planning department is working on the new state clean energy program with the focus of the
adoption of the stretch goal from the state for residential development and will also include some commercial
elements. There is state grant money available for these projects.
