General Discussion Overview, as expanded below: GR touched on whether FEMA money can be used for
underground utility poles: there is not answer yet, but spoke to Tom Falcone (CEO PSEG) and he mentioned it will
be on the panel to the micro grid meeting. Also, there will be a public service meeting today at DPS regarding
mandate for the Clean Energy Standard: 50% renewable by 2030 in NYS (we are at 24%); it is important that LIPA
be included. The plan does not have a separate tier for offshore wind or a specific measure for energy sustainability,
but it does include subsidies to prop up old nuclear plants. JB discussed aquaculture center run in coordination with
Cornell Shellfish Nursery. Also, he is looking for someone to advise the Parks Department on how to install and
develop Hempstead Energy Park. NP mentioned that Quiet Communities June 23 meeting may have to be
rescheduled.
